Historic and Botanic Garden Bursary Scheme

The aim of the Historic and Botanic Garden Bursary Scheme (HBGBS) is to arrange for trainees to undertake a placement that provides a rich learning experience within a Historic and/or Botanical Garden environment. 

All trainees are required to have a level 2 practical craft skills and knowledge background and the experience should enable them to develop theses skills to a Level 3 standard. Skills and knowledge should covering one or more of the following:

· conservation and management planning of historic gardens and landscapes (including historic research, analysis, assessment of significance, preparation of treatment plans, master plans and maintenance plan). 

· Interpretation 

· Practical heritage and conservation gardening skills

· Organic gardening and environmental management in gardens

· Policy development 

· conservation project management

· garden advisory expertise

· plant collections management, including database management.

It is the intention of the Scheme and HLF that the skills acquired by the trainee, as a result of the Placement, will be used to help sustain and develop the UK historic and botanical garden sector.   

Eligibility

Applicants for a bursary from the HNGBS must:

· be able to demonstrate competence in gardening skills and knowledge commensurate with Level 2, and 
· be at least 18 years of age.

Granting Process

Your application will be reviewed using the HBGBS selection criteria. Assuming your application provides evidence of meeting the initial criteria, your application may then be reviewed by the HBGBS Placement Group for approval on the basis of your preferences stated below and available funding. The Scheme Co-ordinator will inform you of the result of your application.
